STUDENT ELIGIBILITY

The Sound of Music Festival Bursary is eligible to students who meet all of the following criteria - Applicants MUST:

e Bein Grade 12 graduating the current year.
e Be entering your 1* year of full time studies in a post-secondary institution in the fall.
e Provide confirmation of admission from the institution you will be attending.
e Be aresident of Ontario.
e Complete AT LEAST 20 hours of volunteer time with the Festival and:
- Check in and out after EVERY shift at the Volunteer Centre.
- Have their Area Manager sign their Volunteer Hours Record before and after EVERY shift.
- Hand in completed Volunteer Hours Record at the end of the Festival
* Failure to do the above will result in the disqualification of the application.

Selection of recipients will consider hours volunteered and positive comments received from Area Managers.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

To apply, students must submit:

e Completed Application Form (available below)
e A letter of support from a high school counsellor, teacher or principal.
o Aletter of recommendation from a non-family member.
